       Business Casual – Collared shirts and Polo shirts may not have any logo (other than BlvdHome) or words.  Dress  

                                      pants and shoes should be worn. Must meet modesty standards outlined in “Business Attire

       BlvdHome Dress Shirt/Polo – Team members can either wear a BlvdHome Dress Shirt/Polo that is in good 

                               (or) Business Attire     condition (or) they may dress in business attire.
